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SUMMARY OF THE WORK OF THE TOWN COUNCIL DURING 2008-2009

INTRODUCTION

The Council has 11 elected members. The election in May 2007, saw 1 Conservative gain,

with the Council now consisting of 7 Liberal Democrat Councillors and 4 Conservative
Councillors.  All Councillors strive to ensure the effective provision of services for both
residents and visitors to Matlock. The Council’s activities are funded, in the main, by the
Council precept. ClIr Tony Rosser  (Starkholmes and Riber Ward) passed away in April 2009
with ClIr lan Milne being elected on 4 June 2009.

THE COUNCIL

The full Council oversees all activities that the Council undertakes. It has five committees
and working parties; Finance and Audit, Christmas, Matlock in Bloom, Health and Safety and
Complaints, Staff Review and Projects. None of the groups currently have delegated
powers — the full Council makes all decisions.

The full Council meets at 7.00pm in the Small Hall of the Imperial Rooms in Matlock, on the
first and third Monday of each Month (they do not meet on the second Monday in August).
Committees meet by agreement. Prior notification of meetings is always given via the
Imperial Rooms notice board on the front of the building and members of the public and
press are always welcome to attend any meeting.

Business Plan

The Council have a Business Plan with the overall aim "To conserve and improve Matlock
as an attractive and sustainable place in which to live, visit and to do business."

The Clerk has attained the CiLCA certificate, which enables the Council to apply for Quality
Council Status should they wish to do so.

Planning

The Town Council is consulted on planning applications in their area. All applications, for
discussion at meetings, are advertised on notice boards throughout the Town. This enables
members of the public to submit their comments to both the Town Council and the District
and County Councils.

In order to fulfil its duties and maintain the Imperial Rooms and Open Spaces, the Council
employs 10 members of staff, 7 of which are part-time. All the Council staff are committed to
helping residents and visitors to Matlock.

Publicity

The Council believes that it is important to keep its residents informed of their activities.
They have 7 noticeboards throughout the town with 3 of these being in the town centre.
Members of the local press normally attend council meetings.

The Town Council website has been a great success, attracting increasingly more and more
visitor numbers. It is proving to be a valuable community resource.

The Council also publishes a quarterly newsletter which is distributed to all households in
Matlock and sent via email to those requesting a copy.

Imperial Rooms

Matlock Town Council runs the Imperial Rooms, a community facility in the centre of Matlock.
It is currently well used by all groups within the community, however buildings of this nature
in Matlock are in short supply. The Council wishes to continue to explore the possibility of
developing the rooms as a more valued resource within the local community. The Reception
area is fully staffed and is open Monday to Friday from 9.30am to 4.30pm and is frequently
used by both residents and visitors.

The Civic Function

This year the Civic Service and reception was held at Matlock Methodist and United
Reformed Church, Oak Road, Matlock. The Mayor has represented the Town at various
functions throughout the County and has also undertaken a number of local engagements.
Her report is included in this document.

CONCLUSION

Matlock Town Council works hard to keep local resident and visitors to Matlock well informed.
With the planned regeneration initiatives starting to take effect, Matlock is set to become a more
vibrant and welcoming place to visit and live.
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The Council welcomes views from any visitors and residents in Matlock on any aspect of the town
and will endeavour to answer any queries posed to the best of its ability.

COUNCIL MANAGEMENT AND WILDLIFE CONSERVATION

Our maintenance of the footpaths, bus shelters and other land, Bailey's Tump in particular
continues. During the year a new project officer for Denefields has been appointed and some
useful work continues with volunteers. A wildlife pond has been created and a scheme to involve
local school children is under way. Two grants for this work have been obtained.

Most the planned tree tidying and pruning has been completed, but certain trees remain
outstanding. One of our Councillors has supported the Matlock Transition Group in tree planting
above Starkholmes and on the Cavendish Playing Fields.

We are progressing with alterations to the office and kitchen in the Imperial Rooms which when
completed will hopefully solve certain problems.

LITTER AND WASTE MANAGEMENT / RECYCLING

We receive many complaints in this field but our efforts to persuade the other Authorities to
improve the situation have not always been successful. We still await the opening of the
promised recycling plant at Harrison Drive, Rowsley. Blocked gullies continue to be a problem.

RENEWABLE ENERGY

A planning application for a Wind Farm with 5 turbines has been received; this needless to say
has resulted in much impassioned support or objections. We expect many more applications on
these lines. We are still trying to address the problem of light pollution from Sainsbury’s at night.

MATLOCK'S TRANSPORT LINKS, PARKING AND TOWN CENTRE REGENERATION
The new road network still generates many complaints and comments. An urban clearway on
Dale Road is the latest County Council addition to the new scheme.

Fortunately the unacceptable plan for Crown Square appears to have been rejected and there
has been much discussion over a shared space project for the area led by Matlock Civic
Association. As always such projects take a long time to be resolved and we are still awaiting a
start date. The same applies to the ‘gas works’ island.

The saga regarding the footbridge and parking for rail passengers still continues. We also await
the completion and replacement of dead stock throughout the public area of the relief road. In
fact, little has changed to the Cawdor Area since last years’ report. The condition of the garden in
front of Bank House gives cause for concern and we hope that with voluntary help and agreement
with the property owners that this can be improved.

The Matlock Partnership has now got off the ground and is in competent hands. One initiative
promoted by our regeneration officer is a folded A3 Traders Map.

A further point which is causing some concern is the extremely delayed start to house building in
Cawdor Quarry. This is due to contamination which has been found in many areas. This land
was designated to provide much of the areas new build until 2011. It may now be necessary to
look at ‘green’ land to fulfil the District Council's required quota. Work has started on the
conversion of Riber Castle and planning permission has been given for a reduced number of
houses plus office light industry accommodation at Tansley Wood Mills.
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We continue to maintain planters throughout the town and at the moment four additional ones are
in use on the Station Approach and others are planned. We have taken over the Wellington
Street garden from Derbyshire Dales District Council and now hold a cultivation license for the top
end of Prospect Drive. Unfortunately the old tree at Ashtons Corner on Smedley Street has been
felled by the County Council because they say it was diseased. There has been much talk of
providing new allotments to cater for the increased demand. We are looking at the site off
Megdale in this connection.

THE TOWN COUNCIL'S WATCHDOG ROLE
We continue to be vigilant on all aspects involving the area and do always make our views known.

Community Development

Catherine continues to work within the community, liasing with local authorities, business and local
interest groups whilst steering projects through the initial stages of development.

A crucial part of any partnership is funding and this work has proven successful with £15,000
being raised to date.

Regeneration

Matlock Partnership

The Matlock Partnership should soon be active as the four directors Marilyn Hamilton (chair)
Richard Short, David Jones and Myself are putting together the business strategy to enable
groups to put forward idea’s for funding.

The business is registered with company house as a community interest company and the legal /
banking issues are progressing well.

Shop Local

The Shop local campaign has been somewhat overtaken by the County councils “near-buy shop
local” initiative with new window stickers, posters and carrier bag logo’s, the town council
embraced the scheme in the spirit of partnership working. and was also supported by DDEP by
running a series of free retailer “Shop Doctor” workshops in market towns.

Traders Map
As part of the Wayfinder Project an excellent trader’s map detailing all the shops in the town has
been printed. The district and town councils jointly funded the project and has been well received.

Matlock Business Club / Breakfast Club.

This has been investigated over previous months and considered to be worthwhile.

We now have to consider encouraging local business people to join and how the Town council
can help.

Revitalisation of Markets

A question has arisen whether the town council are able to assist with the revitalisation of our
market. This could take the form of discussions with the district council or a more direct role yet to
be discussed.

Events

Farmers Markets

The Farmers markets continue to thrive and we have been working to develop a series of markets
each week with the introduction European, Craft, Antiques and local produce however the location
and frequency still have to be considered by Derbyshire Dales District council.

Bands on the park

Again a successful venture with a full programme however this year it is hoped to encourage local
talent with a different type of music in several “unplugged” events.

Meetings with other Authorities

Whilst Catherine continues to liase with the District and County councils, The Projects group
invited members of this council to meet with officers and a cabinet member of the county council
to discuss various issues of concern in relation to the Sainsbury’'s development and the treatment
of footpaths and Crown Square. A more formalised approach with written answers after a full
discussion brings creditability to the Town Council.

Imperial rooms
The changes needed to cope with the growing demand for staff and room users alike
are developing well and we should soon be in a position to bring this issue to full council.

Newsletter

Staff have worked really hard on this project changing the whole Matlock Town council newsletter
into “Matlock Alive” produced quarterly, looks more professional and a more readable document.
It is bright and colourful reflecting on the issues according to the season of production.

A new trails leaflet was produced by resident, Peter Wild, with the aid of the Civic association and
finalised by the Town Council.
