Proposed Tree and Circular seat on the Post Office frontage 

 
I am writing to ask for the Town Councilôs co-operation in this proposed Civic Association project.  You 
explained that the subject will be on the agenda of the Town Councilôs meeting on 7 June.  Please could 
this letter be put to Councillors for their consideration? 
 
In our response to the consultation from DDDC on the detailed design of the IMPRESS scheme we 
suggested that the frontage of the Post Office would be enlivened by the installation of a tree with a circular 
seat around it.  This was initially rejected by DDDC but only on the grounds of cost.  To solve this problem 
the Civic Association has offered to organise the necessary finance.  The County Council as Highway 
Authority has agreed in principle, subject to the tree being at least 3 metres back from the kerb.  Dave 
Brooks of DDDC is identifying possible sites(s) after service locations have been confirmed.    
 
As we understand it, the Town Councilôs initial idea was to relocate the timber planting boxes which you had 
placed on the frontage some years ago.  However we understand that these boxes were at least partially 
rotten and, as a result, were damaged during their removal to allow the stone paving to be installed.  I hope 
the Town Council will agree that replacing these rather old and damaged planting boxes on the rather 
splendid new stone paving will not be as appropriate on such a prominent site as our proposed tree and 
seat.  Perhaps if the planting boxes are repairable alternative sites could be found?  
 
Assuming the Town Council support this idea, the agreement of the Post Office will also be needed as the 
tree and seat will be on its property.  As the Town Council already has a licence with the Post Office it may 
be simplest to ask for a modification of this licence.  We can, if you wish, make the initial approach to the 
Post Office but would ask for any necessary legal work to be carried out by the Town Council. 
 
Assuming Post Office agreement is forthcoming reasonably quickly we would then hope to negotiate 
arrangements with the District Council for at least the planting of the tree by the IMPRESS contractor.  
DDDC are agreeable to this and it would make sense as there will be other trees being planted in Crown 
Square as part of the IMPRESS scheme.   It will be necessary to break out a section of paving for the 
planting pit and tree grid and reinstate the perimeter area which would be best done by the contractor (who 
will also have defect liability and initial maintenance responsibilities).  We would hope to plant a rather more 
ornamental tree at the Post office site ï perhaps a flowering cherry of the same type used in the Imperial 
Rooms frontage?  We would need to be satisfied that the price was reasonable (the DDDC initial estimate 
of £2,500 sounds rather high to us). The circular seat would be added later and could be a separate 
contract (the DDDC estimated cost is £1,500) and alternative quotes could be sought.  
  
We would ask for the tree and seat to be the property of the Town Council (or perhaps one of the other 
Councils) because the Civic Association could not take on a property management role.  Perhaps the Town 
Council might also agree to contribute to the Associationôs fund raising efforts for the initial costs? 
 
I hope the Town Council will agree with these suggestions.
