Cllr Barker gave an update on the current situation regarding the roundabout.  He 
understood that the stonework to the surround was almost complete and that work 
on the remainder of the roundabout would start shortly. 
It had been agreed with DDDC that Wardmans would sponsor the scheme for 3 
years with the Parks Staff planting and maintaining the site.  There would be a 
grass ósurroundô with a central island bed containing shrubs and bedding.

Concern was expressed at the lack of consultation with the Town Council. 
Comments were made as to the lack of specimen trees; whether a sculpture or 
similar feature could be included; had a duct for water/electricity been installed as 
had been promised in liaison meetings with Sainsburys; the roundabout needed to 
become a gateway to Matlock, not just a standard feature. 
(MB commented that in his opinion a grassed area and shrubs would be treated in 
the same way that other areas of land in Matlock by the Councils that maintained 
them (aggressive pruning using mechanical equipment) and that he and another 
member of the Civic Association had interplanted the Shiploads site recently to 
enhance its appearance for the East Midlands in Bloom judges).

Wilson (DDDC), Cllr S Flitter, Cllr D Barker and the Clerk be called to explore 
what could be done in future years to enhance the roundabout.
