TRAFFIC MATTERS — CAWDOR QUARRY- ClIr Tony Rosser

a) Derbyshire County Council are currently issuing proposals for highway works
caused by work at Cawdor Quarry (‘Stopping up’ of Snitterton Road). There has
been mention of work to other roads in the town in connection with Cawdor. Can
this Council formally request what is in preparation for other roads, specially
Starkholmes Road?

b) At a public meeting held by Sainsbury’s, it was said that restrictions would be put in
place on subcontractors and suppliers confining their transport to the A6. Can this
be confirmed?

a) that this Council formally requests from Derbyshire County Council urgent
consultation on a detailed scheme for traffic calming and road safety measures
in Starkholmes Road, Willersley Lane and Church Street, to be implemented as
an integral component of the Cawdor Quarry redevelopment scheme

put in place by Sainsbury’s engineering consultants overseeing the
construction works, ensuring that any construction traffic connected with the
development will be routed along the main A6 road.
