MATLOCK TOWN WALKS

This walk is less than 5.5 km. It can be walked in a
couple of hours or so.

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The footpath straight ahead takes you towards
Matlock. You should turn right towards another stile
thirty meters away. The views for the next few
hundred metres of Matlock and the surrounding
countryside are really special and known only to a
minority of Matlock residents. After passing through
the squeezer stile the path heads forward with the
wall on the right. Pass through the substantial
kissing gate and stay on this path as it gets
narrower. Although it becomes rather uneven and
stony it is not too difficult to negotiate if you take your
time. The route you are following takes you away
from the wall before the path zig-zags down the
hillside to a second kissing gate. From this second
gate walk sixty or seventy meters to a step over stile
in the wall on your right.

Climb over this and walk slightly uphill to the next stile in
the wall on the opposite side of the field. Then through
the next field to another stile. Hilltop Farm looms above
you on your right. Continue ahead with the tumble down
wall on your right. Press on in the general direction of a
signpost ahead of you. Go through the gateway in the
top corner of the field near the farm. Bear left at the side
of the old stone water building. Ignore the track forking
downhill to the left. Continue forward, rising slightly
before turning right at the end of the wall to the signpost
mentioned earlier.

Pass through the stile and bear slightly right to a stile
next to a signpost in the wall opposite. Pass through
the next three stiles — all of them lying along a
basically straight path. You then enter a long narrow
field. Ignoring the stile on your right walk down to the
far end of the field to the stile in the far right corner.
Once in the next field keep on the right hand side
until you come to a stile taking you to the road. Bear
slightly to the right across the lane. Pass through the
stile on the other side of the lane and stay on the left
hand side of the first field. Walk diagonally across
the second field (in the direction of the church over
a mile away). Proceed diagonally across a third field
to come to the penultimate stile on this walk. Walk
straight across the next field to the last stile and onto
the road. Then back to the railway station.



This walk is free of obstruction but, if you encounter any
problems, please report them to Matlock Town Council.

The public footpaths used on this walk are generally in
good condition but there may be some mud. Walking
boots, strong shoes or trainers are recommended.

The Ordnance Survey Outdoor Leisure Map No.24 (“The
Peak District White Peak Area”) can be used in
conjunction with the Matlock Footpath Map.
